FROM THE PRINCIPAL’S OFFICE 
Professional Learning 
Last Wednesday afternoon the teachers travelled to Raywood Primary School to 
participate in the Bendigo Rural Schools Network moderation meeting. This invaluable 
meeting allowed our staff to liaise with teachers from other small schools to review 
student writing samples and determine if there was consistency with assessment of 
student writing.  
Our pupil-free day on Monday allowed us to travel to Marong Primary School to again 
work with the Bendigo Rural Schools Network. We were briefed on the new Victorian 
Curriculum and had an opportunity to audit our current teaching and learning practices 
and determine priorities for the next 12 months.  
Professional learning opportunities such as these are a fabulous way for us to ensure 
that we are maintaining our expected high standards. 
Principal’s Morning Tea 
It was lovely to meet with parents and grandparents yesterday for the principal’s 
morning tea. I hope to have more of these occasionally to allow members of the school 
community an opportunity to informally discuss ideas and concerns that they have.  

Parents’ and Friends’ Club 
I am excited to report that we have introduced a Parents’ and Friends’ Club at 
Inglewood Primary School. It is intended that this group will meet to fundraise for the 
school, positively promote and market the school, and assist the staff by providing 
supportive ideas to aide their core role of being classroom teachers.
